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East London Virtual Multiskills League 09-10 Update

Excessively High Scores
We have begun to notice that some scores seem to be excessively high. This could be due to a number of factors: typing errors when entering the scores, recording errors when doing the competitions, pupils over exaggerating their ‘real’ score etc. To try and combat this issue we will be introducing a ‘capping’ system into next year’s league. We have worked out the average score for each activity (listed below) from the scores submitted into the winter, spring and summer leagues. We will accept any score up to DOUBLE the average score (listed below). Any scores which are higher than this will be capped at the DOUBLE score, UNLESS you can provide evidence that a pupil has performed beyond this expectation (eg- you have watched the pupil and can verify that they can achieve a score higher than double the average). We trust that you will all continue to carry out the activities in a fair and fun manner and that this new system will not be taking advantage of in any way.

Activity Changes
We have decided to make slight changes to two of the activities (details below). These changes have been made to allow full inclusion for pupils with low ability levels who previously may have scored 0 for these activities. It will also be easier for the teachers/sports leaders at these activities as they will no longer have to manage if and when each child drops the ball/bean bag.

BALL SKILLS: If the ball is dropped, pupils can collect the ball and carry on from the score they were at. They only get 1 point for every COMPLETE movement (ie-bounce and catch). They still only get 30 seconds in total.

BALANCE: If the bean bag drops off the pupil’s head, they can pick it up and carry on from the score they were at. They only get 1 point for every COMPLETE movement (ie-squat and back to upright). They still only get 30 seconds in total.

Leaderboard
If you would like your pupils to be included in the leaderboard you MUST highlight the top scoring pupil for each activity. This can be done by highlighting the cell/s in the Excel Spreadsheet, or by including the names and scores in the body of the email. If you do not highlight the high scorers, unfortunately we no longer have time to highlight the top scoring pupils for you.
Finale Event
Scores from the winter and spring leagues will be added together to determine the schools to be invited to the 2010 Finale event on the 21st July at Barking Abbey School. Bonus points will also be awarded for participation (eg-if 120 children take part, you will receive 12 bonus points). The Finale event is our way of celebrating the Virtual Multiskills League. Pupils will get to take part in the 6 VMS activities, plus 6 other fun activities throughout the day. To be in with a chance of attending the Finale event, we strongly advise that you take part in BOTH the winter and spring leagues.

Reminders
· Please remember to give your scoresheet an appropriate heading (eg-Primary School Year 1 and 2 VMS Scores).

· Please remember to give your email an appropriate title in the subject line (eg-Primary School Year 1 and 2 VMS Scores).

· Please remember to use the most up to date scoresheets which can be found on the website. You MUST submit scores for Year 1 and 2, and Year 3 and 4 on separate scoresheets.

· MOST IMPORTANTLY: Please remember that by taking part in Virtual Multiskills your school are taking part in INTRA and INTER school competition. INTRA school competition is within your own school, so class against class, team against team or pupil against pupil. All scores can be found on the TOTALS page of the scoresheet. INTER school competition is against another school, you are all competing against other schools for the chance to be crowned ‘East London Champions’. A lot of time, money and effort have been spent developing the VMS league, it is vital that this is displayed in the PESSYP Questionnaire at the end of each academic year. If you are not familiar with the PESSYP Questionnaire, please speak to your Primary PE Co-ordinator.
