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Redbridge Yr 3+4 Mini Tennis Final Rules 2009 
Format
Court size/equipment: Mini tennis red. Sponge balls and rackets no longer than 23” in length should be used.

 Team Composition: 4 players including 2 boys and 2 girls from year 3 and/ or year 4 or a mixture of both.

Ability Level: This competition is appropriate for a recreational ability level of player. It is not aimed at players who are already regularly competing outside of school.
Duration of matches/scoring: 4.5 minutes timed game (May change depending on numbers). 
The scores of each match will be entered into the league boxes – so even if a player loses a match 10 – 3, three points are still earned towards the team’s total. A horn will signal the start and end of matches.

If a point is in progress when the horn goes at the end of the match, players should continue and finish the point.

Matches: Singles only, players are ranked 1-4 in order of ability and play against the corresponding ranked player of other teams. Please rank your players before the competition begins and keep to these rankings throughout the competition.
Tournament Referee: A referee will control the competition on the day and will be assisted by young leaders and other staff.

Playing Rules

The serve is decided by a ‘toss’ at the start of the match.
The nominated person serves for the first point (from their right hand side) only; it then alternates every 2 points (and thereafter the first serve is always from the servers’ left).
When serving, players should stand behind the inner back tramline.
When serving, the ball must not be bounced before being hit.
The serve must be hit ‘under-arm’.
Serves should be hit diagonally, landing anywhere in the opposite diagonal quarter of the court.
Players stay at the same end of the court for the entire match.
It is intended that each court will have a helper/scorer, who calls out the scores and helps out with decisions. Their decisions will be final.
